lhe total expenditure to which approval is now sought is
£23%,350, being
for (1) Emergency Supnlementary Allowances £15, 500 |
(2) Assistance in kind £7,850

instead of £8,274 as estimated. The total nett estimated
cost is now £10,966 being
for (1) Zmergency Supplementary Allowances 7,889
(2) Assistance in kind %,077.

The estimate appears to have provided for the nett cost
only and as will be seen this is £2692 more than estimeted,
but will nave to be increased on receipt of sny further
allocation of footwear."
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It was decided, on the motion of lMiss O'flyan, seconded
by Councillor Colfer, tnat the rate estimate for the current
year be extended in accordance with the above report.

The following report was submitted by the County
Secretary:-

"The Arterial Dreinage Act 1945 ceame into operation on 31lst
March last. In pursuance of that Act all drainage expenses
became County-at-Large Cherges. The Rate Estimates, therefore,
for the Sow and Kilmannock Drasinage Districts were cancelled.

As it was too late to raise tne expenses of maintaining these
schemes as County-at-Large Charges in tihe current yesr, an
extension of rate estimate is now required of £135 to cover
expenditure on tnese schemes.

Additional liabilities were placed on the Council under
tne Act, namely, for tne drainage districts of Ballyteigue,
Ballytelgue-Kilmore and Canore. The County Engineer estimates
the cost of maintensnce of the two Ballyteigue schemes for the
current yeesr at £300. Mothing can be done in relation to the
Conhore Scheme until the documents and accounts of the former
dreinage board are received from the Secretsry. The Council
is slsoliable for any lisbilities of the former drainage
boards and tne following claims hnve been received in resgnect
of Ballyteigue and Bsllyteigue-Kilmore Schemes:- '
