Guidelines for completing 
Annual Environment Return Form

1. Form can be downloaded from:

The form is called Annual Environmental Report 

2. The form has been slightly amended from previous years.  It is now comprised of five separate sheets – Organisation; Weighbridge – intake; Waste Accepted; Waste Removed and Supplementary Summary.

3. Organisation – should be filled in – quoting Waste Permit Number and contact details for the person who has compiled the figures.  This is the person who we will contact with any queries.

4. Weighbridge – intake record – this should be a complete record of all weighbridge intake for the year.

5. Waste Accepted- should summarise the information provided on the previous sheet (Weighbridge – Intake Record)

6. Waste Removed – should summarise all removal of waste from a site or should equate to the weighbridge –outgoing record.

7. Supplementary summary – is now compulsory for all non soil permits.  Large discrepancies have been highlighted between waste in and waste out records. In an attempt to limit these discrepancies all permits (excl. soils) are been asked to complete the supplementary data.  This will require that a stock take be completed by the facility operator.

8. Please ensure when completing your AER that the waste code that you use to describe the waste you are dealing with corresponds to the waste code in your waste permit.

10. If you cannot match a waste to a EWC code please give a full description of the waste type when making your return.

11. AER returns are compulsory for all permits.  If no waste was handled a zero return must be completed.   All returns must be made before 26th February, 2011.
